GOVERNMENT PROJECTS AND INITIATIVES

Fertilizer: NPK 1000 bags of 25kg Fertilizer was distributed to 77 farmers within the Municipality
Hybrid Maize Seed: 980 bags of 45 kg Maize was also distributed to 25 farmers
OPV Seed (Local Maize) 20 bags of 45kg was distributed to 77 farmers
Agra Rice Seed (perfumed) 450 bags of 40kg to 80 farmers
Cabbage Seed (Oxylous) 240 Sachets was distributed to 46 farmers
ISSUE OF ONE DISTRICT, ONE DAM POLICY
The Municipal Chief Executive (MCE) also threw more light on the One District, One Dam policy (1D, 1D) which is concentrated in the Three Northern Regions. According the MCE, the government will priorities the programme by selecting some communities that are suitable enough to hold water throughout the year. The government realizes the difficulties that are in the northern region when it comes to water. 
The Hon. MCE urge the chief and elders to embrace the initiative as this programme will go a long way to promote agricultural activities.
JICA PROJECT
JICA Project is another important initiative by the Government of the Republic of Ghana. According to him 500 women farmers across the Municipality received five (5) poultry birds (layers) each, vegetable seeds and kitchen garden net for their kitchen.

OPENING PRAYER
The opening prayer was said by the Odikro of Osramanae for the commencement of the meeting at exactly 10:20am.
INTRODUCTION OF DIGNITRIES
The District Co-coordinating Director, Mr. Cletus Chevure warmly welcome all the staff of Krachi West District Assembly and representatives from the various communities in the Osramanae Area Council. He had expressed his gratitude to the chiefs and elders from the various communities. 
BRIEF REMARKS BY THE DISTRICT CHIEF EXECUTIVE (DCE)
The District Chief Executive (DCE), Hon. Osei-Nti welcome the chiefs, elders and the entire people from the various communities to the engagement. The DCE also expressed his sincere gratitude to the chiefs and people of the area for a successful referendum which took place on 17th December, 2019. He went further to advice participants to adhere to the Covid-19 Safety Protocols. That is, wearing of nose masks, stay at home, wash your hand with soup and always report to the hospital when one experience any of the symptoms. 
The Hon. District Chief Executive highlighted the purpose of the meeting. According to him, the purpose of the engagement is to educate the varius communities within the Osramanae Area Council on Government Policies and programmes and also to take grivances from the communities for further actions. 
1. Enforcement of the Covid-19 Safety Protocols and Distribution of PPE’s 
The District Chief Executive (DCE) went further to talk about the increasing rate of Covid-19 cases in the District and the Government effort in the fight against the Covid-19 virus. He said, the Government has given the District quit number of PPE’s and Sanitizers to be distribute to Schools and other public and private institutions within the District. He encourage all to continue to adhere to the Covid-19 Protocols.
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Distribution of PPE’s
2. Rural Electrification Project
The Hon. District Chief Executive also talk about the ongoing Rural Electrification Project going on the District. He had expressed his joy about the way the projects are progressing and urged the entire people people to embrace the programme as it intent to solve electricity problem in the District. He said, the programme has covered a lot of communities in the District especially, the Islands communities. 
3. Fulani Menace in the District
The Hon. District Chief Executive had expressed his grieve and worry about the complains and agitation from some of the farmers within the District. According him, quit number of farmers reported to him about the behaviors of cattle owners and the fulani’s within the District. That is, how cattle graze on their farmlands and destroyed crops. 
He said, the Assembly has putting measures in place to resolve this canker and very soon this problem will be resolve. He said, registration of Fulanis’ in the District is very important as this will go a long way to help trace them whenever they engage in any bad act.

CONCERNS RAISED BY THE COMMUNITY MEMBERS
· Mr. Dzatake said, there is no access to electricity in some communities. They will appreciate it if they could be considered for a solar grid similar to the one being constructed at Aglakope.
Response: The Hon. DCE informed all the participants that the project at Aglakope was a pilot project. He said, the Rural Electrification will soon solve this problem.
· Mr. Ntumi Stephen. According to him, poor network coverage in the communities is a major problem. This make communication very difficult and also affect business activities in the area.
Community members were informed that the Ghana Investment Fund for Electronic Communications (GIFEC) to see how they can help put up mini cell sities in the District to improve network coverage
· Destruction of Farm Lands by Cattle: Mr. Kumah made mentioned of how cattle continue to destroy farm lands in the District. 
Response: Hon. DCE informed the community members that he was going to ensure that all cattle owners and headsmen are registered in the District and subsequently invited to DISEC for discussion on how to resolve this challenge.


Other Matters

The opening prayer was said by Joseph Boateng ADIIA at 11:50am for the commencement of the meeting.

B. BRIEF REMARKS BY THE HON. DCE
The DCE welcomed all members present at the meeting and apologized for coming in late. He began by highlighting the purpose of the meeting. He said that, the purpose of this meeting is to discuss the manner in which Sand Winners fetched sand in the district. That is, their activities can cause land degradation if proper measures are not taken to combat it. According to the Hon. DCE, sand winning is the process of taking sand from one place to another for the purpose of construction or building. Sand winning form part of mining according to the constitution of Ghana. 
We are here to discuss the proper measures to follow in sand winning or fetching sand. There is an observation that, people are fetching sand indiscriminately. They do not follow the right procedures in fetching sand. We are here to make bye-laws to govern the sand winning activities in the district. He went further to added that, the meeting also geared towards addressing the issues of Fulani menace in the District. That is, the confusion between Farmers and Fulanis’ in the District
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C. BRIEF REMARKS FROM THE ACTING ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION OFFICER
According to the Minerals Commission, the sand does not belong to communities but the community has the right to process the mineral in that land. Preparation of site plans is very prominent. No one can use the minerals without going through the right procedures. He advice that, preparation of site Map and submit to Mineral Commission is very relevant.




D. SUGGESTIONS
Mr. Ababio: He said, most of the Sand Winners do not know the site owners or owners of the land at Krachi West District. According to the Chief of Gyengyen Community, one must get the right of entry before doing something on the land. He also said, most of the winners are claiming that, the land belongs to VRA but he wants to let everybody know that, VRA has no land at Gyengyen. The matter need to be address by the house urgently. He also wants to tell the Sand Winners and Tipper Track owners that, they must come and site with them and if they refused to adhere to that, they should not come and fetch sand at the area.
According to the Environmental Protection Agency Officer, there is the need to seek for building permit before constructing any structure. The constitution does not permit anyone to cut-down trees or fetch sand indiscriminately. Before, you can fetch sand, you need to pass through the right procedures. That is, you need to have land entry permit, Mineral Commission and so forth.

Assembly Member, Sofoline-Is it right to fetch sand from the river bank? Some of the Sand Winners fetched sand from the river bank which endangered human life. According to the Assembly Member, he even confronted the Sand Winners and they told him that, they paid money to the Assembly and Nananom.
According to the EPA Officer, no one has the right to fetched sand in the river without putting measures in place. Those acts were illegal and need to be stopped.
A member from Tantu, people have dug sand and created a huge gutter at the community. This was very risky when rain falls or the water volume starts increasing. According to one of the native of Tantu, they used escalators to dig and used the sand for road construction.

According to the EPA officer, in response to what the member from Tantu stated, the contractor sort environmental permit before they dug. If it was a hollow pit they would cover it.
Mr. Ababio: He said, when they went to Tantu, they instructed all sand winners to fetch only from the surface and should not go deep.
According to the chief of Gyengyen, he wants Taller to tell the house why the land belongs to VRA.
Mr. Kumah Benjamin also commented on the behavior of some of the cattle owners in the District. According to him, some of the cattle owners always refused to accept the fact that their cattle has destroyed peoples farmland after the herdsmen reported.
In reponse, the Hon. District Chief Executive said, measures has been taken by the Assembly to register every Fulani Herdsman in the District for easy identification. He promised them that very soon the problem will be resolve.

· Mr. Dzaka said, the Planting for Food and Job policy is very important initiative and encourage the government to take the necessary steps to ensure a successful implementation. He urge people to remove any kind of politics when it comes to implementation of this policy.
